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In an earlier article I discussed the name changes that have occurred in the traditional genus Cattleytonia (Broughtonia x Cattleya).  There are several genera related to Cattleytonia that involve Broughtonia sanguinea and Cattleya, as well as plants in other genera.  These include:  Hawkinsara (Hksna.), Laeliocatonia (Lctna.) and Otaara (Otr.).  Here is a table to distinguish these traditional genera.

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Now these genera have become obsolete and you can probably guess why.  Yes, for the same old reasons we’ve discussed before:
· Cattleya auriantiaca is now Guarianthe (Gur.) auriantiaca (along with C. bowringiana and C. skinneri).  

· The Brazilian Laelia and Sophronitis are now Cattleya.

· Brassavola digbyana is now Rhyncholaelia (Rl.).  

Most of the Hawkinsara have become Cattleytonia or Guaricattonia because of the merger of Brazilian Laelia and Sophronitis into Cattleya.  For example, 
· Hawkinsara Kat Golden Eye (Ctna. Jamaica Red x Slc. Mahalo Jack) is now Cattleytonia Kat Golden Eye because Slc. Mahalo Jack is now C. Mahalo Jack.  
· Hawkinsara Keepsake (Slc. Precious Stones x Ctna. Why Not) is now Guaricattonia Keepsake because Slc. Precious Stones is now C. Precious Stones and Ctna. Why Not is now Grt.. Why Not.

Laeliocatonia (Lctna.), a combination of Broughtonia x Cattleya x Laelia, are now mostly Cattleytonia or Guaricattonia because of the merger of Brazilian Laelia into Cattleya.  For example, 
· Laeliocatonia Happy Face (Lctna. Peggy San x Lc. Mari's Song) is now Cattleytonia Happy Face because Lctna. Peggy San is now Ctna. Peggy San and Lc. Mari's Song is now Cattleya.  
· Laeliocatonia Lawless Gloriana (Lc. Gold Digger x Ctna. Why Not) is now Guaricattonia Lawless Gloriana because Lc. Gold Digger is now Cattlianthe Gold Digger and Ctna. Why Not is now Guaritonia Why Not.

Otaara is a little more complicated because: 
1) Brassavola was added to the mix. Most of the time B. digbyana was used in these crosses and since that is now Rl. digbyana those Otaara are now Rhyntonleya (Rly.) (Broughtonia x Cattleya x Rhyncholaelia).  For example, Otaara Jane Fumiye (Ctna. Keith Roth x Blc. Lucky Strike) is now Rhyntonleya Jane Fumiye because Blc. Lucky Strike is now Rlc. Lucky Strike.  
2) If the cross involves not only Broughtonia and Rhyncholaelia and Cattleya but also a Cattleya now Guarianthe, then the Otaara becomes Volkertara (Bro. x C. x Gur. x Rl.).  For example, Otaara Sip of Brandi (Ctna. Brandi x Blc. Bouton D’Or) becomes Volkertara (Vkt.) Sip of Brandi because Ctna. Brandi is now Gct. Brandi and Blc. Bouton D’Or is now Rhyncattleanthe (Rth.) Bouton D’Or. [Rhyncattleanthe is C. x Gur. x Rl.]
3) If the Brassavola used is a true Brassavola, e.g. B. nodosa, then Otaara becomes Claudehamiltonara (Cdh.) (B. x Bro. x C. x Gur.). For example, Otaara Hidden Gold (Ctna. (now Grt.) Why Not x Bl. (now Brassocattleya) Richard Mueller) so that makes it Claudehamiltonara Hidden Gold.  Figure that one out!
